Mulch — Frequently Asked Questions
Who can I call if I have questions?

The two primary contacts for this project are
Debbie Frick, 619-9251, and Randy Gonzalez,
576-8681.
Why buy mulch from the band this Spring?

Purchasing your mulch from the band is another
way to support the band program at Lafayette. In
exchange, you just happen to also get quality
mulch for your yard or garden. And if you live
within one of our delivery areas, you also get free
delivery right to your door, or driveway.
Why are we targeting specific neighborhoods
for delivery of the mulch?

The reason is the time it takes to deliver the
mulch. This year, rather than having band families
distribute fliers door to door, we are mailing
directly to homes in these areas a post card
encouraging sales via our web site. Our goal is to
build sales volume in these specific areas and
among our band families. We believe that a
significant selling point in these designated areas
is the free delivery. To make this delivery pos-
sible logistically, we must have a defined and

limited delivery area. Consequently, our focus is in
a 6,000 home area.
Can I buy mulch for my home even though I
don’t live in the targeted neighborhoods?

Absolutely, yes. The difference with these
orders will be that you will need to find a way to
pick up the mulch yourself at the designated time
rather than having it delivered. Designated pick
up times for the mulch are Friday, April 10 from 6
p.m. to 9 p.m., and on Saturday, April 11 from 9
a.m. to 12 noon.  Pick-up location is the Millpond
Shopping Center on Boston Road.
Can I donate money instead of purchasing
mulch?

Again, absolutely yes. To do so, please go to our
web site at www.lafayetteband.org/mulch and
select that option. All donations help defray the
cost of the fundraiser which means more profit
for the band!
May I sell mulch to homes outside the targeted
neighborhoods?

Again, the answer is yes – with the same condi-
tion of your handling the delivery. We understand
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Kroger Cards

this will require extra work on your part but we
believe that all these orders will add up to a great
fundraiser for the Lafayette Band.
How do I go about placing an order?
The easiest way to place an order is by using the

Lafayette Band web site.  Go to
www.lafayetteband.org/mulch  to complete an
order and pay for it with a credit card or PayPal.
You can also call (859) 559-0333 to place an order
over the phone. Payments by check can be mailed
to the band’s post office box address (Lafayette
Band Association, PO Box 910450, Lexington,
Kentucky 40591-0450). We will also collect pay-
ments at the parent meeting on March 9.
What are some other ways I can participate in
this important fundraiser as a student, parent or
friend?

We need volunteers to make phone calls. To

volunteer for this, please call Debbie Frick, 619-
9251. We also need volunteers to help deliver
the mulch on Saturday, April 11. We will need
(because of our great sales!) a lot of human
power to deliver all that mulch. This will include
people with vehicles that can haul bags of mulch,
people to follow and unload the mulch at the
homes, people at coordinating site, Millpond
Shopping Center on Boston Road, to load the
trucks, people to prepare food and deliver it to
the mulch workers and general organizational
help. We definitely need to make the participa-
tion level at this event one of the best in the
history of our band’s fundraising events. Please
consider giving us a few hours of your time that
day. To volunteer on delivery day, call Raleigh
Kincaid, 806-6607 or Rick Hagerman, 533-1677.

Purchasing and using Kroger cards is STILL one
of the easiest and most efficient ways to raise
money for the Lafaytte Band. Nothing to sell and
nothing to buy except the groceries you’re going to
buy anyway. Remember to load and re-load your
card, at any amount you choose at least five
minutes before you buy groceries, at the customer
service counter, or ask your checker to load your
card before you check out.

Kroger gift cards can be used for anything,
including gas, and friends and family can use them
at any Kroger in the United States. They can be
purchased for $5 at LBA meetings from Gayla
Webb.
