Cheese and Sausage: Ready for Distribution!

 Come join us at Amazon to help wrap 
some holiday giŌ s.You don’t have to be an 
expert, or even experienced! A great way 
to support the band without having to 
buy or sell!
 Amazon provides pre-cut paper, electric 
tape dispensers, an organized table, and 
cushy mats to stand on. The shiŌ s are 
only four hours long and the Ɵ me goes 
by quickly. Training will be provided and 
must be completed before the shiŌ s begin 
– there will be at least one training at 
LafayeƩ e and others located around town. 
Last year the trainings were primarily in 
the last two weeks of October.
 This is a fesƟ ve and fun way to help 
the LafayeƩ e Band stay strong. Amazon 

will donate 60 cents to $1 per package, 
depending on Ɵ me of day (day shiŌ s are 
more than evening ones) and how close it 
is to the end of the wrapping season (the 
amount is greater toward the end). The 
average wrapped per hour is 22, but it is  
possible to wrap 40 – 50 packages/hour, 
parƟ cularly if you have done this before or 
sign up for more than one shiŌ  this year. If 
you have wrapped in the past and would 
like to work as an Ambassador, there are 
a limited number of these spots open for 
each shiŌ . Ambassadors are volunteers 
who assist the wrapping volunteers by 
answering quesƟ ons and making sure 
the staƟ ons have supplies. Ambassadors 

receive 100 wraps for each 4-hour shiŌ .
 Gather a group of friends or make it a 
family event. Anyone who is 18 or older 
is welcome to parƟ cipate and wrap for 
LafayeƩ e Band. The shiŌ s are:8 am – 12 
noon, 9:30am – 1:30pm, 2 pm – 6 pm, 
7pm – 11pm, 10pm – 2am, 7 days/week: 
November 25 – December 23. 
 We can work as many shiŌ s as we get 
volunteers for, but shiŌ s are fi rst come, 
fi rst served and the compeƟ Ɵ on for spots 
increases every year as more groups sign 
up to do this great fundraiser. Please let 
Mary Kay Rayens (mkrayens@uky.edu,or 
859-323-6172) know if you will be able 
to help. She will make sure you receive 
updates on scheduling and training if you 
send her your preferred email address 
and phone number. Time slots open soon!

 All of us have busy 
lives, lives outside of 
the Band, but, we really 
must have all families 
helping with this. We 
have just found out 
that there is now no 
bingo compeƟ Ɵ on in 
Lexington on Tuesdays or 
Thursdays, meaning that 
there is a great chance 
that our dollars will rise 
that much more. Please 
respond to your bingo 
coordinator’s email this 
month and schedule your 
Ɵ mes to volunteer.
 One last thing… We 
are losing many key 
volunteers with this 
year’s senior class and 

we will need new volunteers to step 
into these posiƟ ons. It would be best 
to have new volunteers shadow our 
current coordinators. We will need 
new volunteers to coordinate the 
football program, the newsleƩ er, 
enews, and our band store. Reach out 
to us if you have an interest in helping 
with any of these roles.
